Trailer Light Kit Wiring Instructions
1. Connect the yellow, green, and brown wires of the short trunk connector to the vehicle wiring as shown.  
2. Connect the brown wire to the tail light wire.
3. Connect the yellow wire to the left rear stop and turn.
4. Connect the green wire to the right rear stop and turn wire using the red wire splitter connectors.
5. Attach the white ground wire to the vehicle frame, then make sure the covering from the white ground wire was stripped to connect with the metal parts of the vehicle frame. (Connectors not included)
Note: If the vehicle has rear turn signals separated from the stop lights, you will need an                        Anderson 5403 electronic converter or equivalent.    
Trailer Light Mounting and Connection
Mount the light with the license window on the left rear of the trailer, with the side marker to the outside of the trailer.  Mount the light without the license window on the right rear of the trailer, with the side marker to the outside.  Mount the license bracket with the left rear light.
Using metal frame clips, mount each half of the harness down each side of the trailer with the yellow and brown wires down the left side, and the green and black wires down the right side. Connect the yellow and brown wires to the left rear light with wire nut connectors.   (i.e.  yellow wire goes to the red wire of the left rear light. The brown wire goes to the 2 black wires of the left rear light). 
Connect the green and black harness ends to the right rear light in the same manner.                                                           (i.e.  The green wire goes to the red wire of the right rear light. The 2 black wires go to the right rear light). 
Attach the white ground wire to the trailer tongue or frame, then make sure the covering from the white ground wire was stripped to connect to the metal parts of the vehicle frame.  (Connectors not included)
Mount the front side marker lights in the area shown.  Attach the wire to the brown harness wire with the red wire splitter connectors.
NOTE:  Read this if your trailer is over 80” wide:  (Not Included, but needed) Mount the 3 red marker lights to the rear of the trailer (see wire diagram) making sure that the lamps are no less than 6”, and no more than 12” from  center to center of the lamps.  After lamps are mounted, use wire nut connectors to connect all three leads together and then connect to the brown wire in the back of the tail light (either side).  
Connect the harness plug to the trunk connector plug.  Turn on the headlights; both tail lights and all 4 side markers should come on.  The brighter stop lights should come on only when you depress the brake pedal, or when the turn signal is activated (Key must be in “on” position).  If the lights do not come on, check all the ground connections.  If the turn signals do not operate properly, check the connections between the vehicle wiring and the trunk connector.   
NOTE:  All lights used in these kits comply with D.O.T. standards.  Some kits do not contain all of the lights needed to meet vehicle requirements.
